Marlin opened the meeting at 6:38pm with 15 people in attendance.

Marlin informed us that we had received the letter of good standing from the KY Revenue Cabinet at which time he accepted three volunteers for signing their names to the Board of Directors application.  We still have not made any progress on the 501 (c)(3) status and may consider “piggy backing” with Hardin County for next year’s grant monies.  With that said, new proposal packets for 2004 monies will be available in May and must be turned in by July 1, 2003.
